Denny Holland Award  

     As members of Sacred Heart Church for over 20 years, this family has partici-

pated in all of our social justice ministries.  They inspire us with their steadfast 

faith and commitment to justice.  The winners of this yearõs Denny Holland 

Award are Janet Reuter and Ken Dudek and their children, Charles and Alison.        

     Ken was an early organizer for OTOC at Sacred Heart and became an officer 

in that organization.  Both Janet and Ken are long-time members of Nebraskans 

for Peace and Nebraskans Against the Death Penalty and have participated in 

statewide conferences, vigils, prayer services and demonstrations.  They are both 

active in Marriage Encounter, host meetings in their home, and have taught their 

children solidarity with the poor by joining in the Annual Pilgrimage to the School 

of the Americas in Ft. Benning, Georgia.  Charles accompanied his father on this 

yearõs journey.       

     Janet lived and worked at the Francis-Sienna House in the early 1980õs and 

was co-founder of the Omaha Chapter of Physicians for Social Responsibility.  

Both were active in the Nuclear Weapons Freeze Campaign.  Ken was arrested 

and jailed for nonviolent civil disobedience.  They have been supporters of New 

Covenant Justice & Peace Center from its inception.  

     Janet and Ken donate their professional services in many quiet ways to those 

facing medical or legal troubles within our parish and the larger Omaha commu-

nity.  Janet is on the Board of the Heart Ministry Center and provides free physi-

cals annually for children in our Back to School 

program.  Charles and Alison Dudek both volun-

teer at the Heart Ministry Center and are regular 

babysitters for the parish RCIA Program.  They 

join their parents in the Annual Walk for Inclu-

sion sponsored by the Conference for Inclusive 

Communities.  Charles attended their Summer 

Teen Program which promotes diversity.  This 

family has participated in the annual Good Fri-

day Walk for Justice for the past 30 years.  Janet 

and Kenõs passion and generosity keep the legacy 

of Denny Holland strong.  This family shows us 

Godõs face; they are a gift to all. 

Pillar Award  

     This yearõs Pillar Award goes to a very caring and committed man who has 

been a model of volunteerism throughout his life and extremely generous with his 

time, talent and treasure.  He has been active in or taken a leadership role for the 

past 10 years on Sacred Heartõs Finance Committee, a captain on the current Capi-

tal Campaign, and a volunteer for all of our fundraisers over the last decade.  He 

is also an Usher at the 10:30 Eucharist.       

     This yearõs Pillar Award is being given to Bob Matt whose faith, commitment, 

service, generosity and love for Sacred Heart Church inspires all who meet and 

work with him.  Bob does a monthly analysis of the Profit & Loss Balance Sheet 

for the parish and two years ago said: òif we are ever going to do a Capital Cam-

paign we need to do it with Fr. Tom as the leader if we are going to be success-

fuló.  And he was right!!!       

     Bobõs life has been dedicated to his Catholic faith and to Catholic education.  

He and his wife Dorothy put all 14 of their own children through Catholic 

schools, and an untold number of other children through Catholic schools in the 

Omaha Archdiocese and the Sioux City Diocese.  His dedication to Catholic 

Schools can best be told by the following story.  After retirement Bob joined the 

Peace Corps and was stationed in Poland.  He received 

word that the Archbishop in Omaha was going to close 

Cathedral High School.  He caught the first plane back to 

Omaha to plead for its survival.  

     Although Bob worked in the furniture business all of 

his adult life, one of his children wrote on their school 

recordõs form that her fatherõs place of employment was 

the Archdiocese of Omaha.
